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Resumen.- Convergencias y divergencias sociodemogrdficas en el sistema residencial
bogotano

El trabajo aborda la relacidn entre poblacidn, vivienda y territorio, haciendo énfasis en el
rol de los hogares y sus comportamientos demograficos en el sistema residencial de
Bogotd, Colombia. Se sigue la hipdtesis de que existen sistemas duales, entre los que se
aprecia un continuo gradual de diferenciacion social, constituido por procesos de
convergencia demografica y transformacién urbana. Buscando dar cuenta de la
heterogeneidad socioespacial, se analizd la forma en que se organiza la demanda
residencial en diferentes tipos de hogar a lo largo del curso de vida, su disposicién
espacial y condiciones de segregacion demografica, su relaciéon con la vivienda y, por
ultimo, todo ello, se profundizd en el contexto de la ciudad producida informalmente. Se
analizaron los microdatos del censo de 2005, que por su nivel de detalle permite la
aproximacion a la diversidad intraurbana, a través de herramientas de la estadistica
descriptiva (andlisis de componentes principales y clusteres) e inferencial (modelos de
regresion logistica), del anadlisis espacial (autocorrelacién espacial) y la geoestadistica
(GWR). Los resultados permitieron demostrar que la mirada dicotdmica de los sistemas
residenciales sélo logra explicar los contrastes entre los extremos mas alejados en la
escala social, que, sin embargo, también presentan algunas convergencias.
Adicionalmente, existe una heterogeneidad que no se recoge enteramente en dicha
dualidad, referida a los comportamientos residenciales de los sectores de nivel social
medio y medio bajo. Se comprobd que los arreglos residenciales de los grupos mas ricos
responden a una menor necesidad de soporte mutuo dentro de los hogares, o entre ellos,
al interior de la red de parentesco, que puede ampliarse en el espacio urbano,
consolidando hogares mas simples, con poca complejidad, con tipologias residenciales
mas nucleares y modernas. Estas formas de vida se localizan en las zonas y viviendas
producidas formalmente y revelan mayor segregacion demografica. Por su parte, los
grupos mas pobres, cuyas estructuras familiares son mas flexibles y con mayor
dependencia de sus redes de apoyo, las ubican dentro del hogar o la vivienda —a través de
la cohabitacidn- revelando complejidad y diversas formas de allegamiento, alojadas en
viviendas también flexibles, permitidas por la informalidad. Esta se encuentra en las zonas
mas distantes de la ciudad, y permite la proximidad de las redes familiares, que resultan
necesarias, mostrando menor segregacion demografica. Se identific6 ademds que, el
proceso de reemplazo generalizado de la tipologia residencial de la casa al apartamento,
ha venido acompanado de una transformacion de los tipos y tamafios de los hogares, que
ha generado geografias diferenciadas al interior de la ciudad. Por ultimo, los resultados



sobre los arreglos residenciales en las zonas de origen urbanistico informal, muestran que
éste tiene un efecto sobre las formas de organizacién familiar, por producir una vivienda
gue se adapta y transforma en funcién de las necesidades del hogar. Dicha caracteristica
permanece en el tiempo y subsiste tras las intervenciones estatales que buscan la
formalizacion. Con base en lo anterior, se produjeron insumos para la politica publica en
el nivel territorial micro, en donde se combinan de formas diversas los elementos del
sistema residencial, produciendo practicas residenciales especificas.
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Abstract.- Sociodemographic convergences and divergences in the residential system of
Bogota

This paper addresses the relationship between population, housing and territory,
emphasizing the role of households and their demographic behaviors in the residential
system of Bogota, Colombia. It is followed the hypothesis that there are dual systems,
among which there is a gradual continuum of social differentiation, constituted by
processes of demographic convergence and urban transformation. In an attempt to
account for socio-spatial heterogeneity, an analysis was made of the way in which
residential demand is organized into different types of households throughout the life
course, their spatial disposition and demographic segregation conditions, and their
relationship with housing. Finally, all of this was studied in greater depth in the context of
the informally produced city. Microdata from the 2005 census were analyzed, which, due
to its level of detail, allows the approximation to intra-urban diversity, through tools such
as descriptive statistics (analysis of main components and clusters) and inferential
statistics (logistic regression models), spatial analysis (spatial autocorrelation) and
geostatistics (GWR). The results showed that the dichotomous view of residential systems
may only explain the contrasts between the farthest extremes in the social scale, which,
however, also present some convergences. In addition, there is a heterogeneity that is
not entirely reflected in this duality, referring to the residential behaviors of the middle
and lower-middle social sectors.

Moreover, It was found that the living arrangements of the richest groups respond to a
lower need for mutual support within households, or between them, within the kinship
network, which may be extended into urban space, consolidating simpler households,
with little complexity, and more nuclear and modern residential typologies. These forms
of life are located in formally produced areas and housing and reveal greater
demographic segregation. On the other hand, the living arrangements of the poorest
groups in which the family structures are more flexible and more dependent on their
support networks, are found within the household or dwelling—through cohabitation-
revealing complexity and several forms of kinship, and also located in flexible housing
permitted by informality. This is located in the most distant areas of the city, and allows
the proximity of family networks, which are necessary, showing less demographic
segregation. It was also identified that the residential typology generalized replacement
process from house into apartment has been accompanied by a transformation of the
types and sizes of households, which has generated differentiated geographies within the
city.

Finally, the results on living arrangements in areas of informal urban origin show that this
has an effect on family organization forms, by producing dwellings that adapts and
transforms according to the household needs. This characteristic remains in time and
subsists after the state interventions, which seek formalization. Accordingly, inputs for
public policy were produced at the micro territorial level where the elements of the
residential system are combined in different ways, producing specific residential
practices.
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
